Parish Renovation:

This consists in that all faithful
Christians make a commitment to go through
a Spiritual, Pastoral and Environmental
renovation.

Spiritual:

Spirituality opens up the action of
the spirit, a spirit that, as it is said in Gaudium
et Spes, precedes the evolution of the times,
(GS 26); therefore, in this dominium of the Spirit, the parish of St Francis of
Assisi Church invites all its faithful to a re-arrangement in Christian life.

This re-arrangement is to be attentive so that the spirit of prayer and devo-
tion does not fade out, so that our spirituality does not stay in the air, but
that we always be open to the needs of the church. In this way, we can en-
rich our community with our gifts. Spirituality is the soul of our commu-
nity’s structure.

Pastoral:

It is necessary to situate the apostolic work of the priest and the
layperson within the global pastoral work; the object being, to guide, in a
well-balanced manner, the parish’s pastoral work. That is why the parish of
St Francis of Assisi makes an attentive invitation to the ministries. These
ministries are at the base of the actual structure of the parish. God asks of us
for real collaboration to his grace, utilizing the resources of our intelligence
and operative capacity, without forgetting, that without Christ, we cannot
do anything. This is why we, all the faithful Christians, need to be active and
responsible in the function and operation of the parish.

Environmental:

The book Genesis relates to us that God created man in his image,
(Gen 1, 27). The Lord invites us to take care of the creation, which was cre-
ated for human beings. We, as human beings, are responsible for its care
and its improvement. For this, it necessary to be aware of our responsibility
in taking care of our cities, streets, in a very special way, our church St.
Francis of Assisi and all that which is part of the Creation.

ENCOUNTER In the formation process of the mis-

o WITH JESUS sionary disciple, we highlight five basic
\! CHRIST aspects of formation. These aspects

present themselves in diverse ways
through each phase of growth, but each intermingle and are mu-
tually strengthening to each other.

THE ENCOUNTER WITH JESUS CHRIST (ic: Kerygma): He I the
Lord who calls. (Mark 1:14; Matthew 9:9: “Follow me”). This en-
counter, which gives origin to the Christian initiation, must be
fostered, but it should be constantly renewed through the per-
sonal testimony, the announcement of the Kerygma [In the study
of early Christianity, kerygma, which in Greek means
"proclamation,” is used to refer to the content of Christian
preaching], and the mission activities in the community. The
kerygma is not only a step in our development, but a conductive
link to Jesus in a process that culminates in the maturity of the
disciple of Jesus Christ. Without the kerygma the other aspects of
this process are condemned to sterility, without the realization of
true hearts converted to the Lord. Only from the kerygma is
there a possibility of a true Christian initiation. Therefore, it
should be presented in all of the church’s activities.

THE CONVERSION: This is the

way of thinking and living, and accepting the cross of Christ, be-
coming conscious that death to sin is the  actualization of life.

These strengthen the initial conversion and allow the missionary
disciple to continue in the Christian life and in the mission in the
midst of a challenging world.

Like the first Christians that met in community, the disciple par-
ticipates in the life of the Church and in the fellowship of the
brothers, by living the love of Christ munity companionship and
stimulation to mature in his spiritual life.

THE MISSION: The disciple, as

MISSION he continually deepens his knowledge
and love for the Lord, experiences the

deep need to share with others the
joy of being saved. He experiences the need to go into the world
to announce Jesus Christ died and resurrected, of loving and serv-
ing for the person most in need, and in short, he experiences the
deep desire to build the Kingdom of God. The mission is insepa-
rable from the disciple, and it should not be understood as a final
step in maturity, although maturity is achieved in diverse ways,
depending on to each person’s vocation, personal maturity , and
Christian maturity in the faith.







EL DISCIPULADO: La persona madura constantemente en el consen-

timiento, amor y seguimiento de Jestis maestro, profundiza en el ministerio
de su persona, de su ejemplo y de su doctrina. Para este paso es de funda-
mental importancia la catequesis permanente y la vida Sacramental, que
fortalecen la conversion inicial y permiten que los discipulos misioneros
puedan preservar en la vida cristiana y en la mision en medio del mundo
que los desafia.

La Formacion biblica-doctrinal. Junto con una fuerte experiencia religiosa y
una destacada convivencia comunitaria, nuestros fieles necesitan profundi-
zar el conocimiento de la Palabra de Dios y los contenidos de la fe, ya que es
la tinica manera de madurar su experiencia Religiosa. En este camino acen-
tuadamente vivencial y comunitario, la formacion doctrinal no se experi-
menta como un conocimiento teorico y frio, sino como una herramienta
fundamental y necesaria en el crecimiento espiritual, personal y comunita-
rio.

LA COMUNION: Nuestros Fieles buscan comunidades cristianas, en
donde sean acogidos fraternalmente y se sientan valorados, visibles y ecle-
sialmente incluidos. Es necesario que nuestros fieles se sientan realmente
miembros de una comunidad eclesial y corresponsables en su desarrollo.
Eso permitird un mayor compromiso y entrega en y por la Iglesia.

No puede haber vida cristiana sino en comunidad en las familias, las parro-
quias, las comunidades de vida consagrada, las comunidades de base, otras
pequeias comunidades y movimientos. Como los primeros cristianos, que
se reunian en comunidad, el discipulo participa en la vida de la Iglesia y el
encuentro con los hermanos, viviendo el amor de Cristo en la vida fraterna
solidaria. También es acompafiado y estimulado por la comunidad y sus
pastores para madurar en la vida del Espiritu.

LA MISION: Eldiscipulo, a medida que conoce y ama a su Sefior, expe-
rimenta la necesidad de compartir con otros su alegria de ser enviado, de ir
al mundo a anunciar a Jesucristo, muerto y resucitado, a hacer realidad el
amor y el servicio en la persona de los mas necesitaos, en una palabra, a
construir el Reino de Dios. La mision es inseparable del discipulado, por lo
cual no debe entenderse como una etapa posterior a la formacién, aunque se
la realice de diversas maneras de acuerdo a la propia vocacién y al momento
de la maduracién humana y cristiana en que se encuentre la persona.
